BOSTON, MA, May 08, 2020 - Boston Properties, Inc. (NYSE: BXP) announced today that, due to the public health concerns
relating to the COVID-19 pandemic and to support the social-distancing policies promoted by our public health officials, it will
hold its 2020 annual meeting of stockholders (the “Annual Meeting”) in a virtual meeting format via live audio webcast only. The
Annual Meeting will still be held on Wednesday, May 20, 2020 at 9:00 a.m. Eastern Time. Stockholders will not be able to attend
the Annual Meeting in person but will be able to vote and submit questions online during the meeting. The Company intends to
resume in-person stockholder meetings beginning in 2021.
